VERY IMPORTANT NOTICE

ON THE DAY 
Students in Acacia and Kereta (Rooms 10 – 15) will bring their bikes to school.  Opihi and Waipopo 
(Rooms 1 – 9) students have the choice of bringing either their scooters or bikes.  These are to be 
taken to the soccer field and lined up in class rows.  A named helmet is compulsory and this is to 
be taken to your child’s classroom.
